We received a
50% deduction on each week of Camp, which was a big
relief for us. With help from the Open Doors Scholarship
Program, our family was able to continue to pay for her
medication.

She loved making new friends, swimming, par-
ticipating in arts and crafts and having fun with the coun-
selors, specifically her favorite counselor, Kyle, a Furman
football player. And it was all made possible through the
YMCA Open Doors Financial Assistance Program.
