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YMCA OF GREENVILLE EXCEEDS FUND-RAISING GOAL
$676,389 for Open Doors is over the goal and a 9% increase over last year. 
[Greenville, SC, May 19, 2011] – Since their efforts began at the end of February, over 300 volunteers for the YMCA of Greenville raised $676,389—a record amount—for the Y’s financial assistance program. This is a 9% increase over the 2010 campaign and 103% of the goal that was set for the campaign. “Because of the generous outpouring from this community, we are able to help more members of our community than ever before,” according to Jamie Inman, Vice President of Development for the Y.


Every year, funds are raised for the sole purpose of helping those who otherwise cannot afford YMCA membership or program fees. “Approximately one in ten members and program participants get some amount of support from the Open Doors funds,” according to Brian Rogers, Senior Vice President of Wachovia Wells Fargo, the 2011 Campaign Chairman. “With the money raised, we will be able to help more than 2,900 children, individuals and families to participate at the Y who would not otherwise be able to afford it.”  The largest single gift to date was given by Wachovia Wells Fargo, which gave $15,000. Altogether, there were 22 Community Partners that each gave a $5,000 Challenge Grant to encourage new and increased gifts.

According to Scot Baddley, President and CEO of the Y, “financial assistance keeps the Y affordable for the kids and families who need us most. We are grateful to this community, which consistently responds very generously each year to help people from all walks of life to become healthier, more confident, and connected through Y programs and services. We aim to turn no one away because of an inability to pay.”

The YMCA of Greenville serves 60,000 people annually through programming including Afterschool, Residential and Day Camp, Youth and Adult Sports, Health and Wellness, and Aquatics. The Y has four family branches, the FYI Teen Center, the Judson Community Center, Y Camp Greenville, the Adams Mill Program Center and headquarters for the South Carolina Youth in Government program.
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
